We were treated at the end of the first week with an invite to attend a concert
performed by The Australian Chamber Orchestra who played all of the above. It was
amazing!!l!l...and the students who attended also got to catch up with Violinist Peter
Clark, who is live streamed to the Lighthouse children for Video Conferences a few
times each term. These lessons have been a great way for students to fire questions to
a travelling musician and experience music activities, which require careful listening
and thoughtful responses to notes and tunes played on Peter’s violin. Some students
have loved the experience so much that they have taken up violin lessons themselves!
Amber, Benecia and Noah in the Lighthouse room and Leilani in the Sunflowers, are
just loving their weekly lessons after school in the playgroup room. If you wish for your
child to start violin lessons, please talk to Lara.

Continuing on with our Autumn inspiration, students have enjoyed observing and
playing with techniques used in paintings and nature installations such as: Autumn in
Canada (2015) by Melissa McKinnon; Confetti (2013) by Janine Riley; Rowan Leaves and
Hole (1956) by Andy Goldsworthy as well as various printing techniques, playing with
the rich colours of Autumn. They particularly loved Andy’s works and did their own leaf
studies looking from the perspective of colour, shape, line, form and texture to create a
group installation with their gathered leaves, as well as drawing their favourite finding
with the beautiful medium of oil pastels.

We are also looking forward to you all participating in a whole school community art
installation for the city’s Art Drive, which we will work on together starting with 1000
leaves made from recycled plastic bottles. Too groovy!
